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The fourth quarter of FY20 is the first full
quarter of economic impacts from the
COVID-19 pandemic. Business closures
and reduced consumer spending locally
began to take effect at the end of March.
Since then, the state instituted reopening
phases designed to slow the spread of
the virus while providing a systematic
approach to reopening the economy.
However, the continuation of the COVID-
19 health crisis and the subsequent
closures of many businesses statewide
caused downward trends in matched
taxable gross receipts across the state.
